NORTH BATON ROUGE CLINIC SITE SELECTED

Baton Rouge, La. August 18, 200S — The LSU Board of Supervisors has selected a 12.5 acre parcel
of land at Airline Highway and McClelland Drive as the site of a new $7.2 million dollar outpatient
Clinic in North Baton Rouge. “The North Baton Rouge Clinic fits squarely into LSU’s plans to bring
medical services closer to the people who need them”, says Donald R. Smithburg, CEO of the Health
Care Services Division.

Mr. Herbert Brown has agreed to sell LSU the land and a 104,992 sq. ft. building, which has been
appraised at $2,100,000, for the cash sum of $675,000. The remaining $1,425,000 will be a gift to the
university. The Board also considered sites at Howell Place Office Park, and at Airline Highway and
Evangeline Street.

The selection continues a long history of providing quality health care service to residents in the area,
“Earl K.Long had almost 180,000 outpatient visits last year”, says Smithburg, who adds the new Clinic
will provide easier access to primary care and help unclog emergency rooms around the city. The
state-of-the-art-facility will include family practice medicine, internal medicine, pediatrics, gynecol-
ogy and low-risk obstetrics. The clinic will be open during business hours as well as evenings and
weekends. LSU currently operates a clinic in the mid-city area on North Foster Drive. The Board will
seek architectural approval through the State Architectural Review Committee in September. Con-
struction is anticipated to begin in the fall of 2006.

About the Health Care Services Division

The LSU Health Care Services Division hospital and clinic system is the largest provider of health
care in Louisiana, with more than 1.2 million patient visits annually to 350 outpatient clinics, and
almost 46,000 admissions to eight acute care public hospitals. With an annual budget in excess of $900
million, the system operates 1,100 beds, with a total staff of 8,000+ employees. Residency programs
are located in five of the eight hospitals with approximately 1,200 medical and surgical residents and
fellows. Over 4,000 nurses and other allied health professionals also train in these hospitals.
