Separating Damages due to Katrina and Rita

Per information received from FEMA, claims due to Katrina (DR 1603) and Rita (DR-
1607) should be filed separately if possible. If this is not feasible or reasonable, the
claim should be filed under Katrina.

Access to Project Worksheet (PW) Information

Status of your PWs as well as payments issued to you by the state can be tracked by
going to the Louisiana Public Assistance web site http.//www.louisianapa.com/, and
typing in the user name and password mailed to each applicant when the RPA was filed.
This information needs to be coordinated with Albertha Lawson who will be maintaining
the LSU System tracking to help ensure that all necessary data and information is
captured; but not necessarily duplicated.

Deadlines
¢ For 100% Reimbursement - All category A (debris removal) and category B
(emergency protective services) work completed by November 26 will be
reimbursed at 100%. Work completed after that date will be reimbursed at 90%
federal share. For contracted work not completed, it is recommended that the
contractor provide an invoice for all work completed through November 26.
Filing the claim for reimbursement of this work can be made after November 26.

¢ For Completing Work — Unless extended by FEMA, the deadline for completion
of work is 6 months after declaration for emergency work (categories A and B)
and 18 months after declaration for permanent work. If work is not completed by
those dates and the dates are not extended by FEMA, time extensions should be
filed with the State of Louisiana at least 30 days in advance of the deadline. A
Project Worksheet (PW) must be received before filing as the PW number is cited
on the request. These dates are as follows:
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
